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CPIA Indicators 

Access to Productive and Economic Resources 

(1) Property, inheritance, and contract rights—laws, policies, and institutions in place to protect equal rights for women and men; mechanisms and practices to enforce them.  Social Security Programs Throughout the World web site:  http://www.ssa.gov/statistics/ssptw/1999/English/
(2) Access to assets—male and female access to and use of credit, markets, financial services; property (land, capital, business) ownership by males and females.  Data have been compiled from various sources on a country-by-country basis.

(3) Employment—(formal) labor force participation, male and female (or female to male ratio); 
and males and females as proportion of administrative and managerial positions.  Data are from ILO.

· Female and male labor force (% of total) shows the extent to which women and men are active in the labor force. 

· Women in administrative & managerial positions in public sector and industry s the number of women administrators and managers as a percentage of all workers in this occupational group.  The proportion of women among administrative and managerial workers is derived from statistics published by ILO in the Yearbook of Labor Statistics and supplemented by national sources.  According to the International Standard Classification of Occupations, revised edition (ISCO-68), the major group "administrative and managerial workers" includes (a) legislative officials and government administrators and (b) managers.  In a few countries, the revised ISCO (ISCO-88) is already in use; in those cases, the category "administrative and managerial workers" includes the following sub-groups: (a) legislators and senior officials; (b) corporate managers; and (c) general managers.
Human Capital Development:
(4) Education—adult and youth illiteracy rates, male and female (or female-male difference); net primary and secondary school enrollment rates (or female/male ratios).  Data are from UNESCO.  

· Adult illiteracy rate is the percentage of people ages 15 and over who cannot, with understanding, read and write a short, simple statement about their everyday life.
· Youth illiteracy rate (% of people aged 15-24) is the percentage of people aged 15-24 who cannot, with understanding, read and write a short, simple statement about their everyday life.

· Net enrollment ratio is the ratio of the number of children of official school age (as defined by the national education system) who are enrolled in school to the population of the corresponding official school age. 

Primary education provides children with basic reading, writing, and mathematics skills along with an elementary understanding of such subjects as history, geography, natural science, social science, art, and music. 
Secondary education completes the provision of basic education that began at the primary level, and aims at laying the foundations for lifelong learning and human development, by offering more subject- or skill-oriented instruction using more specialized teachers. 
(5) Health services—child mortality rate (age 1-5), male and female; sex ratios (ages 0-5); births attended by skilled health staff (% of births); % pregnant women receiving prenatal care.

· Child mortality rate is the probability of dying between the ages of one and five. Data are from the Demographic and Health Surveys.
· Sex ratios are calculated using data (population by age) from World Bank’s database. 
· Births attended by skilled health staff refer to the percentage of deliveries attended by personnel trained to give the necessary supervision, care, and advice to women during pregnancy, labor, and the postpartum period, to conduct deliveries on their own, and to care for the newborn and the infant. Data are from WHO and UNICEF.
· Prenatal care (% of pregnant women) refers to the percentage of women attended at least once during pregnancy by skilled health personnel for reasons related to pregnancy. The data are from the United Nation’s World’s Women: Trends and Statistics 2000. 
(6) Social protection—male and female access to social safety nets and programs (e.g., pensions).  The Constitution Finder web site:  http://confinder.richmond.edu/

(8) Protection from gender violence—prevalence of gender violence (prevalence of female genital mutilation (FGM) should be considered).  Data for prevalence of violence against women by an intimate partner are from WISTAT.

· Prevalence of physical violence against women shows the percentage of adult women who have been physically assaulted by a current or former intimate partner, i.e. husband, boyfriend or cohabiting partner, ever in any relationship. This indicator refers only to physical violence.  Data was compiled by WHO from existing studies.

(9) Constitutional and legal rights—recognition and protection of equal rights for women and men, and institutions in place to enforce them.

· Data for year in which women acquired the right to vote and to stand for election are from WISTAT.

· Women in parliament is the percentage of women in the Single or Lower chamber in countries with a bicameral assembly.  The data for this table has been compiled by the Inter-Parliamentary Union on the basis of information provided by National Parliaments.

· Women in ministerial level positions is the number of women in ministerial or equivalent positions in the government.  Data are from the United Nation’s World’s Women:  Trends and Statistics 2000.
(10) Convention on the Elimination of All forms of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW)—enactment of laws consistent with economic and social provisions of CEDAW and adoption of a national plan of action.
