Definitions

Education

Ratio of female to male gross enrollment ratio is the ratio of female gross enrollment ratio to that of males by level of education.
Ratio of female to male primary completion rates is the ratio of female primary completion rate to that of males.
Access to Reproductive and Health Services (Human Capital Dimension)

Birth attended by skilled health staff are the percentage of deliveries attended by personnel trained to give the necessary supervision, care, and advice to women during pregnancy, labor, and the postpartum period; to conduct deliveries on their own; and to care for newborns.

Contraceptive prevalence rate is the percentage of women who are practicing, or whose sexual partners are practicing, any form of contraception. It is usually measured for married women ages 15-49 only.

Adolescent fertility rate is the number of births per 1000 women ages 15-49.

Participation in the labor force (Access to economic and productive resources dimension)
Ratio of female to male labor force is the percentage of female labor force to that of male.
Gender equality in political participation (Status and protection under the law dimension)

Percentage of parliamentary seats occupied by women are the percentage of parliamentary seats in a single or lower chamber occupied by women.
Women in ministerial level positions:  is the number of women in ministerial or equivalent positions in the government.

The Country Policy and Institutional Assessments (CPIA) assesses the quality of a country’s present policy and institutional framework.  “Quality” refers to how conducive that framework is to fostering poverty reduction, sustainable growth, and the effective use of development assistance. The CPIA ratings are used in the IDA allocation process and several other corporate activities. Only the baseline quantitative indicators for the Gender question are presented here.
